
1. Live for God and His eternal purposes.
“He (Jesus) died for all, that those who live should no longer live to
themselves, but to him who for their sakes died and rose again...” 
(2 Corinthians 5:15)  

2. Pray (talk to God) and read the Bible daily.
Begin in the New Testament with “2 Peter”, then the gospels.

3. Join a vibrant Christian church.
“Let us consider how to provoke one another to love and good works, not
forsaking our own assembling together.” (Hebrews 10:24-25)

4. Be baptized.
“Repent, and be baptized, every one of you, in the name of Jesus Christ
for the forgiveness of sins, and you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.”
(Acts 2:38)

5. Trust God who has the power to change things.
“Put your life in the hands of the Lord; have faith in him...” (Psalm 37:5)

6. Resist any urges to turn away from God.
“…letting go those things which are past, and stretching out to the things
which are before,  I go forward to the mark, even the reward of the high
purpose of God in Christ Jesus.” (Philippians 3:13-14)

7. Tell others.
“Go into all the world, and preach the Good News to the whole creation.”
(Mark 16:15) 

We were never meant to go it alone.
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God loves you.
“In this is love, not that we loved God, but that he loved us, and
sent his Son as the atoning sacrifice for our sins.” (1 John 4:10)

God has forgiven you for your sins.
“In whom we have salvation through His blood, the forgiveness 
of sins…” (Ephesians 1:7)

Jesus Christ has saved you from the coming 
judgment of God.
“being now justified by his blood, we will be saved from God’s
wrath through him.” (Romans 5:9)

Jesus Christ has come into your life.
“Behold, I (Jesus) stand at the door and knock. If anyone hears
my voice and opens the door, then I will come in to him, and
will dine with him, and he with me.” (Rev. 3:20)

You are now a child of God and a member 
of His family.
“But as many as received him (Jesus), to them he gave 
the right to become God’s children, to those who believe 
in his name.” (John 1:12)

You now have direct access to God through prayer.
"But when you make your prayer, go into your private room,
and, shutting the door, say a prayer to your Father (God) 
in secret, and your Father, who sees in secret, will give you 
your reward.” (Matthew 6:6)

Your name is now recorded in Heaven.
“rejoice that your names are written in Heaven” (Luke 10:20)

Angels in Heaven are rejoicing over you.
“There is joy among the angels of God, when one sinner is
turned away from his wrongdoing.” (Luke 15:10)

A place in Heaven is prepared for you.
“For our citizenship is in heaven, from where we also wait for
a Savior, the Lord Jesus Christ.” (Philippians 3:20)

You have eternal life.
“For God so loved the world, that he gave his one and only
Son, that whoever believes in him should not perish, but have
eternal life.” (John 3:16)

God has a purpose for your life.
“…all things work together for good for those who love God, to
those who are called according to his purpose.” (Romans 8:28)

God will personally guide you and never 
abandon you.
“I will instruct you and teach you in the way
which you shall go. “I will counsel you with
my eye on you.” (Psalm 32:8)

“I will in no way leave you, neither will I
in any way forsake you.” (Hebrews 13:5)
